The Camporee 2000 is the culmination of our year long celebra-
tion commemorating the 90" Anniversary of the Boy Scouts of
America. You will want to join us for the “Arena Show” we will
be holding on Saturday evening. Your Scouts will enjoy the
festivities. There have been many guests invited to visit the
Camporee. This includes potential members, but, also past mem-
bers and leaders to help remember the past and to invite them to
be a part of our future once again.

CHECK-IN: On Friday night, Troops will enter off Drane
Field Road. On Saturday, Cub Packs, late arriving
Troops, and visitors will park off Medulla Road and enter
from the south entrance. There will be a check-in location
near the Sun-n-Fun Museum.

EXPRESS CHECK-IN: This information is ONLY for
Troop’s that satisfied the Advance Registration Guidelines
(Application received prior to October 6"). Express
Check-in will be available for Pre-registered Troops on
Friday Night.

CAMPSITES: The Camporee will be divided into sub-camps
for each District and will be chaired by a person from the
District. Camping areas will be set-up so as to allow a
first-come, first-served process. There will be no vehicles
left in campsites and all vehicles need to be unloaded
as soon as possible and moved to the parking area.
Troop trailers may be left in your campsite.

PARKING: All parking will be across Medulla Road. there
will be shuttle vehicles operating from the parking areas.
Motor homes and campers are to be in designated areas
only. Generators will not be run after Taps.

LEADERSHIP: There isa Camporee Staff which will try to

serve your needs. Sub-camp chairs are there to assist you
with camping and event questions. Two-deep leadership is
required for each unit.

SECURITY: The Camporee will have Police and/or Sheriff

Explorer Posts serving as security forces. The Medulla
Road parking area will be patrolled regularly by our Ex-
plorers and the Lakeland Police Department.

UNIFORM: The Boy Scout uniform should be worn during

the Camporee. Scout activity uniforms (Scout theme t-
shirts) are appropriate except for ceremonies, supper,
shows, and religious services.

EIRST AID: Units should handle minor First Aid needs of

their Scouts. There will be a Camporee Medical station
centrally located for emergencies. Each unit needs to bring
their units physicals forms with them.

INSURANCE: Units need to provide their own insurance. All

hospital or medical charges incurred are the responsibility
of the individual.

EMERGENCY PHONE: A phone number has been estab-

lished for emergencies only.

LATRINES: We will be using two bath houses at the Cam-
poree. These are rented and must be maintained. The
Camporee staff will monitor the use of these bath houses.
There will also be Council provided Port-a-Lets. There
will be no digging of latrines.

TRASH: All trash is to be properly bagged and placed in trash
receptacles or hauled out. Bring your own garbage bags.
We ask that you remind your Scouts to use good judge-
ment; if the trash receptacles are full, please PACK IT
ouTHt

SANITATION: Dishes are to be washed in campsites only. No
dishes are to be cleaned at water spigots. Gray water is to
be properly disposed of.

ENVIRONMENTAL: No digging of any kind will be al-
lowed. Gateways must be free standing. No ground fires
will be allowed.

HOSPITALITY: The Council is providing a Hospitality
Tent for visitors and Scout leaders. This tent will have
cold drinks available.
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OA GRILL: The Order of the Arrow (OA) , Seminole Lodge,
will provide the OA GRILL. They will provide fast food
service, sodas, and lots more during the day and evening
hours.

SCOUTS OWN: A Scout is Reverent. All Scouts and Leaders
should participate in our Scout’s Own Service on Sunday
Morning.

DISPLAYS: There will be a number of static displays for your
enjoyment. Some of these include Military Vehicles, His-
torical Reenactors, Police/Fire Explorers, and Scout mem-
orabilia exhibits.

CUB SCOUT GAMES: Attention Tigers, Wolves, and
Bears!!! Come play some of your favorite Cub Scout
Games and learn a few new ones.

TOYS FOR TOTS: In keeping with Scouting’s commitment
to citizenship in our community, the Gulf Ridge Council
Camporee will provide the opportunity for all Scouts to
donate a new, unwrapped toy to the US Marine Toys for
Tots program. Each Scout bringing a toy will receive a
collectors edition USMC/BSA GOOD TURN 2000 patch.
Special recognition will be given to the troop, pack and
district donating the most toys.
